For the most part, the study time is independent, but an adult supervisor will be present at all times. We are in the process of securing MMSTC students as volunteer tutors.

CHAMPS behavior will be defined and expected of the students (along with a growth mindset approach to studying after school). 
A light snack will be provided to attending students and tutors. Transportation is a parent responsibility. A permission slip for each student is required, though students need not attend every session. Students will sign-in to every session they attend. If you would like to verify your child’s attendance, please feel free to call 586-698-4398. If sessions are cancelled for whatever reason, an announcement will be made as soon as possible.
